- Past YAA award recipients are not eligible.
- OR at the discretion of the selection committee.

Criteria of Award Recipient Selection: 
The following factors will be considered during the selection of the recipients of 2009 Young Achiever Award:
1. Academic performance (GPA and Ranking): 30%
2. Participation in community services and extracurricular activities: 40%
3. Personal aspiration - Biography: 15%
4. Recommendations
a. Recommendation from a teacher at your current school: 7%
b. Recommendation from a community service leader or an extracurricular advisor: 8%
