2007 English Speech Workshop
The CIE/USA-DFW Chapter Youth Program sponsored two speech workshops on June 17th and July 7th, organized by the Texas Dragon Toastmasters club. The goal of the workshops was to help students from grades 1 to 12 develop speaking skills and participate in the 2007 DFW Youth English Speech Contest.

The first workshop held on June 17th, was attended by an unprecedented 123 students, the largest ever for the event conducted regularly by the Texas Dragon Toastmasters club. The workshop was geared towards equipping students with skills and techniques to develop better speeches. Among the areas covered in the workshop were the use of vocal variety, gestures, body language and effective speech writing, among others. 

Students were taught and trained in essential areas of speech delivery by experienced public speakers from the Texas Dragon Toastmasters club. The sessions, which lasted three hours, were chaired by Texas Dragon Toastmasters club president Shawn Xiong along with CIE-DFW youth program chair Grace Tyler. 

A follow-up practice workshop was held on July 7th to help students fine-tune their speeches. Interest was so high that it drew over 80 participants. The purpose of the follow-up workshop was to provide students a forum to practice their speeches and to receive feedback on their speaking skills.
