The event will be held at the Galaxy Room of the UTD Student Union, on Saturday, May 22, from 12:00 noon to 5:00 pm. 
The Youth Engineering Fair is composed of two major segments. First, a science/engineering project competition open to older students from the eighth to the twelfth grades. The contest focuses on the creativity and resourcefulness of the students in their comprehension of science and mathematics. Five projects will be available for the contestants to choose from. For younger students (from the first to the seventh grades) who prefer not to enter in the science project competition, they are invited to participate in the second part, the Engineering Fun segment of the fair, where various kits will be provided for them to build objects according to specifications, with their own flare of creativity.

On-line registration for the Engineering Fair is scheduled to open on Friday, April 23 through the CIE/USA-DFW web site, where the participants will also get the direction map, project descriptions, contest rules, eligibility and other instructions. Registration will close on May 15, 2010.
