The YAA Committee of CIE/USA DFW chapter will accept YAA applications from May 10, 2010 to July 12th, 2010. The details are as follows:
 Eligibility:
- The applicant must be enrolled in the 10th or 11th grade in a DFW area school during the Spring 2010 semester.
- The applicant's school ranking must be at the top 10%.
- The parent of the applicant must be a current member of CIE/USA DFW chapter. If the parent is not a CIE member and wish to join or renew the membership then simply register the CIE membership at http://www.cie-dfw.org/.
- Past YAA award recipients are not eligible.
Criteria of Award Recipient Selection: 
The following factors will be considered during the selection of the recipients of 2009 Young Achiever Award:
· Academic performance (GPA and Ranking): 30%
· Participation in community services and extracurricular activities: 40%
· Personal aspiration - Biography: 15%
· Recommendations
· Recommendation from a teacher at your current school: 7%
· Recommendation from a community service leader or an extracurricular advisor: 8%

· Official High School Transcript
· An official transcript includes the school’s official seal or the signature of a school official, your class rank and size, and your high school coursework. 

· Your transcript should show coursework and rank through the end of your Spring 2010 year. 

· If your high school does not rank class members, include a statement from your school stating its policy, a copy of your school’s profile, and a GPA or grade distribution. 

· Copies of transcripts and faxes are not considered official and do not satisfy this requirement.

· Completed College Coursework – including dual credit coursework – while in high school:  Submit official transcripts of the credit issued by the college or university.

- Community Service Leader's or extracurricular advisor's recommendation letter 2010 YAA Community Leader's Recommendation form
- Applicant's recent portrait picture - passport style
